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In the upcoming term of Critical Reading and Writing (term start date: Sun 2" Dec), your child will be learning
about ancient civilisations. This is a challenging term, but one which has been very popular with students in the past.
Your child will learn about a wide range of fascinating civilisations throughout history, from the Aztecs and Mayans,
to the people of the Khmer Empire, and the Ancient Greeks!

This term helps students to stretch their critical thinking skills and shows them how to apply existing knowledge to
completely new subjects. They will learn how to confidently find information in texts which at first seem to be
intimidating and strange.

During this term, many students become eager to learn more about global history. We recommend the following
books to those who are keen to explore this subject or who want to prepare for lessons with some interesting facts
about ancient civilisations.
